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(e) Convenience Center
{3) Drop-Off Bins; and
(g) Agricultural Facility

Abbie’s Recycling Center submitted its application seeking approval to operate a recycling center
located at 6351 Vegas Valley Dr, Las Vegas, NV 89142 (Attachments A & F), to the Southern Nevada
Health District (SNHD) on July 18, 2007, as required under Section 3, Subsection 2 and Section 4,
Subsection 1 of the SWMA Regulations Governing Recycling Centers which outlines requirements for a
permit application. SNHD staff completed review of the items listed under “Section 4” of the
“ Application for Approval to Operate a Recycling Center” (Attachment A) after working with the
applicant to ensure compliance with regulatory requirements. The Notice of Public Hearing and
Workshop signed August 24, 2007 and Fact Sheet (Attachments B and C) were posted in public
locations and mailed to interested or potentially affected parties. The public workshop was held
September 17, 2007 (Attachment D). The SNHD received no comments during the workshop and
thirty (30) day public review period concerning the application.

Abbie’s first initiated operations as an auto salvage yard selling used vehicle parts as Abbie’s Auto
Wrecking. They apparently initiated business during 1957. Clark County Zoning shows a zone
change for an existing business to M-2 zoning (control number ZC 66-63). They also show that a
Business License Application for a Recycling Center was signed on October 1, 1990. During the
course of a series of requests and information searches it has been determined by Clark County
Zoning and the Comprehensive Planning departments that Abbie’s long term ownership and
continued use of the property meet any and all requirements pertaining to land use. As required of
any other industrial facility Abbie’s is inspected yearly by the Fire Department, and maintains a
General Stormwater Permit with the Nevada Division of Environmental Protection. Abbie’s has
consulted with the Clark County Department of Air Quality and Environmental Management and
was determined not be a significant source of air pollution.

Abbie’s is located in the Sunrise Manor Township; the Assessors Parcel Number is 161-10-701-003
which is located in Township 21, Range 62, Section 10. The property consists of 4.54 acres.
Approximately half of the property is used for recycling. The area that is used for recycling is
surfaced with concrete in heavy wear areas, while the rest is surfaced with asphalt. The remaining
portion of the property is soil and is used for short term parking of trucks where water spray is used
periodically to minimize dust. Roads leading to and from the facility are paved.

Abbie’s is bounded on the north by Vegas Valley Drive and Nevada Power, on the east by Treeline
Drive and residences, to the south is a large graded area, in excess of 20 acres. The property
immediately adjacent to Abbie’s on the west is being developed into residences. Zoning is varied
depending on specific land use needs (Attachments E & F). The site is used for recovering all types
and forms of metals including stainless steel, aluminum, copper and brass. End of life automobiles
are rendered to their component systems and segregated by metal type. Some resale of car parts takes
place, but for the most part vehicles are sent to their sister company Silver Dollar where the vehicle is
shredded. The various metals are placed into containers pending offsite shipment to a smelter. In
cases where the metal is small and malleable it is placed into a compactor, compressed and wire
bound into bales that will fit snugly inside a truck.

Abbie’s Recycling Center is a functional DBA listed by the Nevada Secretary of State as being one of
three companies that merged into “Nevada Recycling Corporation,” an active Domestic Corporation,
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with Theresa Hartke as the Resident Agent, David J. Christensen as President, and Director, and Vern
Christensen the Treasurer and Brandon Smith the Secretary; the Articles of Incorporation were filed
on 01/15/1999 (Attachment I).

IL DISCUSSION:

Abbie’s Recycling provided updated documentation that completed the “Recycling Facility
Application Guide” format which outlines the requirements of the Regulations Governing Recycling
Centers Section 4, Subsection 1 (a) through (i) as follows:

Tab (a) - Abbie’s has satisfied this requirement by completing the application form provided in the
Recycling Center Application Guide (Attachment A).

Tab (b) - Abbie’s has demonstrated control of the land by providing a copy of the “Lease Agreement”
between Nevada Recycling Corp, a Nevada limited liability company (the “Landlord”) and Nevada
Pic-A-Part LLC, dba Abbie’s.

Tab (c) - Abbie’s has satisfied this requirement by providing an engineer stamped and signed “Report
of Design” that shows the location of the facility (Attachment E), drawings that show material flow
into and out of the facility, descriptions of the volumes of the various wastestreams and other
information required under that section. The facility operator has met requirements of the Clean
Water Act by obtaining an Industrial Stormwater General Permit (Permit No. NVR050000, site ID:
ISW- 45) from the Nevada Division of Environmental Protection, and by preparing a Stormwater
Pollution Prevention Plan.

Tab (d) - Abbie’s has satisfied this requirement by providing a Plan for Operating, including a list of
management employees and drawings that show the flow of recyclables into the facility where
different wastestreams are staged, processed, and ultimately transported offsite (Attachment H). The
plan includes an Equipment List; a description of procedures for controlling vehicular traffic, a
program to detect, handle, and prevent the disposal of hazardous and prohibited wastes; locations for
storage and a contingency plan for responding to emergencies. This section also covers the
requirements to follow for recordkeeping.

Tab (e) - Abbie’s has satisfied this requirement by estimating the maximum amount of recyclable
material that could be on site at any time equal to 10 roll-off boxes or about 250 cubic yards. Their
estimated cost for disposing of that material is $8,000. The SWMA anticipates that the materials on
hand would prove too valuable for disposal and would be taken by other recycling contractors at
their own cost and for their own profit. It is anticipated that the SWMA would end up hiring a
contractor to remove the residual clutter at a significantly reduced cost.

Tab (f) - Abbie’s has satisfied this requirement by providing copies of receipts for materials
purchased and then sold. They have also estimated anticipated types, quantities, and sources of
Recyclable Materials, based upon experience and records kept at the facility.

Tab (g) - Abbie’s has satisfied this requirement by determining the cost that would be incurred by the
SWMA if the business were to fail and the recyclable materials disposed. Abbie’s has proposed
placing a $10,000 Bond payable to the Director of Southern Nevada Health District or designee.
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Abbie’s has received two other estimates that fall below the $10,000 bond proposal; the bond will be
put in place before the SNHD provides Approval to Operate.

Tab (h) - Abbie’s has satisfied this requirement by providing a Final Use and Available Market List.
Tab (i) - Abbie’s has satisfied this requirement by providing all information requested by the
Southern Nevada Health District including a copy of their Business License Detail Information
(Attachment ]), Land Use Approval (Attachment G), and Nevada State Business License (Attachment
K).

III. RECOMMENDATIONS:

Staff recommends that Abbie’s Recycling Center upon final inspection be granted a permit to operate
a recycling center subject to the following express conditions:

1. Operations must be consistent with the operations plan and report of design submitted July
18, 2007 and as amended, to Southern Nevada Health District staff.

2. Operations must be at all times in compliance with SWMA Regulations Governing Recycling
Centers and all other applicable statutes and regulations.

3. Abbie’s Recycling Center must maintain approvals from Clark County for applicable land
uses(s) and maintain approvals from Clark County for applicable business license(s).

IV. CONCLUSIONS:

Staff concludes that upon all conditions being met, the Authorization to Operate a Solid Waste
Management System - Recycling Facility shall be issued and be in full force and effect.
